About Frasers Centrepoint Malls

Frasers Centrepoint Malls comprise The Centrepoint, Causeway Point. Compass Point, Northpoint, Anchorpoint, Robertson Walk and Valley Point. These seven properties span both urban and suburban areas, covering more than 1.9M sq ft of retail space, with over 650 shops. Quality retailers in these malls include department store giants Robinsons, Metro, Marks & Spencer, and supermarket chain, Cold Storage. 

The Centrepoint

The Centrepoint is the flagship mall in the Frasers Centrepoint Malls group. Prominently located in the heart of Orchard Road, it houses over 180 shops, including many outstanding retail outlets such as Robinsons, Cold Storage, Marks & Spencer, Esprit, Gap and Timberland. The Centrepoint’s stores match the needs and wants of those who understand quality and value. In the 23 years of its existence, The Centrepoint has gained a following of shoppers from many parts of the world.

Causeway Point

Spanning over 600,000 sq ft with 250 stores, Causeway Point is the largest shopping centre amongst the Frasers Centrepoint Malls. It is located in Woodlands Regional Centre, next to the Woodlands MRT station and bus interchange, and enjoys a wide catchment from the northern towns of Woodlands, Marsiling, Yishun and Sembawang, as well as the north-western towns of Choa Chu Kang, Jurong East and even Bukit Batok. Its major tenants include Cold Storage, Horizon Food Mall, Metro, John Little and Courts.

Compass Point

Compass Point Shopping Centre in Sengkang is integrated with the MRT, LRT and the bus interchange, making it very accessible. Opened since August 2002, the centre boasts well-known retailers Metro, Courts, Cold Storage, Kopitiam food court and Popular Bookstore. It even houses a National Library branch. Compass Point is also Singapore’s first thematic ‘Learning Mall’ where shoppers can glean nuggets of information as they shop. With a catchment area extending across Sengkang, Hougang, Punggol and Ang Mo Kio, the mall enjoys an average traffic count of 1.2 million per month. In 2003, Compass Point won the prestigious Maxi Award, an award that is given out yearly to shopping centres which have successfully implemented marketing programmes.

Northpoint

Opened in 1992, Northpoint was the first mall in Singapore to be built on HDB-tendered land. The success of Northpoint served as a template for other suburban malls. The centre serves a catchment of close to 400,000 residents from the northern part of Singapore, and has become an informal hub for the residents of Yishun. It was refurbished in 2001 and a new extension housing food and specialty shops was added in 2002. An average of 1.5 million people visit Northpoint every month to enjoy the concept of city living in the suburbs, thanks to careful tenant selection and a good variety of F&B outlets.

Anchorpoint 

Anchorpoint is located in the heart of the Alexandra estate and is a self-contained shopping and dining destination for the immediate precincts of Alexandra and Queenstown. Anchorpoint offers one-stop convenience for the residents of The Anchorage. For those looking for something different in the neighbourhood, Anchorpoint also houses the Paddy Fields Thai Restaurant and specialty shops that deal in home furnishings, jewellery and apparel. 

Robertson Walk

Situated in Robertson Quay opposite the popular Clarke Quay, Robertson Walk is a far cry from the other Frasers Centrepoint Malls. With its specialty restaurants, watering holes and alfresco dining, it is a place for people to chill out. It also has home furnishing stores, dance and music schools and other services at the shopper’s disposal. Even the Singapore Repertory Theatre calls Robertson Walk its home. By night, Robertson Walk features a romantic setting that is reminiscent of a Mediterranean town square.

Valley Point

Valley Point is a convenient stopover for residents of the River Valley and Jervois districts. Besides an eclectic mix of pubs, restaurants and quaint shops, she also offers the basic photo processing, laundry and medical services. For a change of scene, check out this pleasant enclave at River Valley Road.
